By a quirk of history, the German government has always paid half
of the civil servants’ reasonable medical bills, leaving civil servants to
pick up the rest. Therefore, for civil servants, it is cheaper to buy pri-
vate health insurance for their half of the medical bill than to pay the
income-dependent premiums for insurance under the Statutory
Health Insurance (SHI) system. Were it not for that quirk in the
law, the percentage of Germans covered by private health insurance
would be lower than 10 percent.

For the most part, people covered by private health insurance enjoy
better amenities (somewhat longer physician visits, private rooms in
hospitals with more amenities, and treatments by a “Chef Arzt”
(department head) who, however, does not necessarily deliver better-
quality care than do younger hospital-based physicians.
